Turn with me to Psalm 90

Out of 150 chapters in the book of Psalms, this was
the only one written by Moses

Moses led God’s people from Egypt. They were in
the wilderness for 40 years. Moses saw a whole
generation die. And at the end of his life, he sits down
and writes. He has some observations to make.

PS. 90:1

Lord, you have been our dwelling place throughout all
generations. 2 Before the mountains were born or you
brought forth the earth and the world, from everlasting
to everlasting you are God. 3 You turn men back to

dust, saying, "Return to dust, O sons of men." 4 For a
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thousand years in your sight are like a day that has
just gone by, or like a watch in the night. 5 You sweep
men away in the sleep of death; they are like the new
grass of the morning-- 6 though in the morning it
springs up new, by evening it is dry and withered.

7 We are consumed by your anger and terrified by
your indignation. 8 You have set our iniquities before
you, our secret sins in the light of your presence. 9 All
our days pass away under your wrath; we finish our
years with a moan. 10 The length of our days is
seventy years-- or eighty, if we have the strength; yet
their span is but trouble and sorrow, for they quickly
pass, and we fly away. 11 Who knows the power of
your anger? For your wrath is as great as the fear that
is due you.

12 Teach us to number our days aright, that we may
gain a heart of wisdom. 13 Relent, O Lord! How long
will it be? Have compassion on your servants.

14 Satisfy us in the morning with your unfailing love,
that we may sing for joy and be glad all our days.

15 Make us glad for as many days as you have
afflicted us, for as many years as we have seen
trouble. 16 May your deeds be shown to your
servants, your splendor to their children. 17 May the
favor of the Lord our God rest upon us; establish the
work of our hands for us-- yes, establish the work of
our hands.

The verse 17 is key.
It could be translated.

If you want to leave a legacy, listen up. If you want
your life to count after you are dead and gone, pay
attention.

T. S. Moses has five suggestions for us to help us
make the most of this gift of a New Year.



I. Geta God’s eye view. vv. 1-2

Lord, you have been our dwelling place throughout all
generations. 2 Before the mountains were born or you
brought forth the earth and the world, from everlasting
to everlasting you are God.

Remembering that because he is, how we live
matters.

He is. All else finds its meaning and definition in
relationship to him. With out him, apart for him
ultimately life makes no sense.

Its meaning is defined by my relationship with Cheryl.
Apart from me it has no meaning.

Apart from God all we do has no meaning.

Moses would challenge us to get a God’s eye view. It
is the first step in making ost of the new gift.

The sands in the hourglass are precious and we all
too soon discover that they seem too few.

Moses would call each of us to remember that life is
short and the truth of that statement should impact
our lives. It should impact the choices we make in the
coming year.

Ultimately when we are caught in sin, and we all
ultimately will be caught, it shames us and brings
devastation to our lives.
