a New testament book addressed to Him 

·  Timothy Titus and Philemon 

·  In order to understand the Book of Timothy we 
need to understand some things about the man 
Timothy and His relationship with Paul. 

 

Facebook 
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1. A reference book or electronic directory made 
up of individuals’ photographs and names.  

2. A college publication distributed at the start of 
the academic year by university administrations 
with the intention of helping students get to 
know each other better.  

  

Facebook is a social networking website which was 
launched on February 4, 2004. 

Initially the membership was restricted to students of 
Harvard University. It was subsequently expanded to 
other Boston area schools (Boston College, Boston 
University, MIT, Tufts), Stanford, Northwestern, and 
all Ivy League schools within two months. Many 
individual universities were added in rapid succession 

over the next year. 
Eventually, people 
with a university 
(e.g .edu) email 
address from 
institutions across 
the globe were 
eligible to join. 
Networks were then 

initiated for high schools and some large companies. 
Since September 11, 2006, it has been made available 
to any email address.  As of July 2007, the website had 
the largest number of registered users among college-
focused sites with over 34 million active members 
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worldwide (also from non-collegiate networks).[3] In 
July 2007[4] it was ranked between top 10–13 web sites

and a Jewish-Christian mother named 
Eunice, and the grandson of Lois (Acts 
16:1; 2 Tim 1:5).  

Acts 16:1 He came to Derbe and then to 
Lystra, where a disciple named Timothy 
lived, whose mother was a Jewess and a 
believer, but whose father was a Greek.  

2 Tim 1: 5 I have been reminded of your 
sincere faith, which first lived in your 
grandmother Lois and in your mother 
Eunice and, I am persuaded, now lives in 
you also.  

C. From Lystra 
·  Timothy was held in high regard in 

Lystra and Iconium 

Acts 16:2 The brothers at Lystra and 
Iconium spoke well of him.  NIV 

D. Greek 
Acts 16:3-4 

3 Paul wanted to take him along on the 
journey, so he circumcised him because of 
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the Jews who lived in that area, for they all 
knew that his father was a Greek.  

III. Relationship with Paul 

A. Paul’s close friend  
Timothy may have been converted under 
Paul’s ministry,  

1 Cor 4:17  For this reason I am sending to 
you Timothy, my son whom I love, who is 
faithful in the Lord.  

1 Tim 1:2  To Timothy my true son in the 
faith:  

B. Paul’s close associate,  
·  Timothy first appears in the second 

missionary journey when Paul 
revisited Lystra and Paul desired to 
take him along as a traveling 
companion (Acts 16:3). 

·  Timothy played a prominent role in 
the remainder of the second 
missionary journey.  As Liaison to 
Thessalonica 

·  Mentioned as joint sender in six of 
Paul’s epistles  

2 Cor 1:1  Paul, an apostle of Christ 
Jesus by the will of God, and Timothy 
our brother,  

Phil 1:1  Paul and Timothy, servants of 
Christ Jesus,  
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Col 1:1  Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus 
by the will of God, and Timothy our 
brother,  

1 Thess 1:1  Paul, Silas and Timothy,  

2 Thess 1:1  Paul, Silas and Timothy,  

Philem 1 Paul, a prisoner of Christ 
Jesus, and Timothy our brother,  

·  During Paul’s third missionary journey, 
Timothy was active in the evangelizing 
of Corinth, partnered along with Erastus 
(Acts 19:22),  

Acts 19:21-22 

21 After all this had happened, Paul 
decided to go to Jerusalem, passing 
through Macedonia and Achaia. "After I 
have been there," he said, "I must visit 
Rome also." 22 He sent two of his 
helpers, Timothy and Erastus, to 
Macedonia, while he stayed in the 
province of Asia a little longer.

·  Later in the third journey, Timothy is 
listed as one of the group that 
accompanied Paul along the coast of 
Asia Minor on his way to Jerusalem 
(Acts 20:4-5). 

·  Timothy also appears as a companion 
of Paul during his imprisonment in 
Rome (Col 1:1; Phil 1:1; Philem 1).  

·  From Rome, Paul sent Timothy to 
Philippi to bring back word of the 
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congregation that had supported the 
apostle so faithfully over the years.

·  Some potential Stumbling blocks were 

revealed in Timothy’s leadership skills 
while at Corinth.   

1 Cor 16:10-11 

10 If Timothy comes, see to it that he 
has nothing to fear while he is with you, 
for he is carrying on the work of the 
Lord, just as I am. 11 No one, then, 
should refuse to accept him. Send him 
on his way in peace so that he may 
return to me. I am expecting him along 
with the brothers.
